Kristina Jetton, gen-
eral manager of the
newly refurbished Sea
Ranch Lodge, will be the
featured guest on Peggy
Berryhill’s morning in-
terview program this
Friday, Aug. 27, 9 a.m.,
on KGUA 88.3FM. The
lodge is slated to open
sometime this year,

According to KGUA
producer Leigh Anne
Lindsey, the interview
will update the commu-
nity on such questions
as: What’s going on with
The Sea Ranch Lodge?
Who will be the new ex-
ecutive chef? What kind
of restaurant will it be?
And what other changes
will the community ex-

perience or see from the
new owners?

Listeners can also
expect to hear how the
lodge will once again be
“a hub for the commu-
nity,” as Rachel Schand-
ing, the new director
of sales and catering
told Lindsey. Schand-
ing added that the lodge
owners view themselves
as “stewards” of this his-
toric property. “This is
not just an investment
for them,” she said.

“The Lodge was like
our clubhouse,” said Sea
Ranch Archives Com-
mittee member Paul
Mundy, before it was
sold a few years ago.
Many hope that tradi-

tion will resume when
the complex reopens.
Jetton was hired as
general manager in
July. Before coming to
the north Sonoma coast,
she worked inland in
Santa Rosa as general
manager for two years
and seven months at
the recently-updated
Flamingo  Conference
Resort & Spa; her back-
ground also includes
management stints with
Ventana in Big Sur and
Carmel Valley Ranch.
The Sea Ranch Lodge
complex, which included
a store and post office,
was among the first
structures built by the
developer of The Sea
Ranch. The store was
later expanded to in-
clude a bar and restau-
rant, with guest rooms
in a separate building.
According to an his-
torical marker outside
the main building, the
complex demonstrates
how a public facility
can blend with the land
rather than assert itself
against its context like
a billboard. The east fa-
cade of the main build-
ing carries the iconic
ram’s head logo by Bar-
bara Stauffacher Solo-
mon. Two barns from
pre-Sea Ranch days still
remain in the complex.
The Aug. 27 segment
of Peggy’s Place will be
simulcast live from 9 to
10 a.m. on YouTube and
can be heard on 88.3FM
and online at KGUA.
org. The audio portion of
Peggy’s Place is rebroad-
cast the same day from 1
to 2 p.m.

in place.

“All cultures across
the world acknowledge
that [these elements]
sustain living beings
and make life on earth
possible,” said Heidi En-
demann of the gallery,
“and many healing tra-
ditions and religions in-
corporate [them] in their
practices.”

During this time of
pandemic, climate chaos
and drought in particu-
lar, Carol Dalton’s wa-
ter paintings invite the
viewer to meditate and
feel calm, she added.

“My search for ways
to say what I feel about
nature continues in my
recent paintings,” Dal-
ton said. “During the
last year I have been
walking most mornings
along the Carquinez
Strait, the narrow wa-
terway connecting the
San Francisco Bay with
the Sierra watershed.

“I see patterns on the
water made by wind,
with light dancing on
the surface, the effects
seen against contrasting

textures along the stony
shore, When I paint, I
will often focus on one
or two elements and
merge them together ...
I want the viewer to ‘feel
the painting,’ to be en-
ergized by its patterned
movements and the sen-
suality of distilled subtle
qualities of color, texture
and light.”

Dalton grew up in
Southern California and
studied painting, print-
making and ceramics at
the Santa Barbara Art
Institute. Her work is
included in the Crocker
Art Museum, the Mon-
terey Art Museum, and
corporate collections in-
cluding Kaiser Perman-
ente. She lives in Beni-
cia.
Paula Gray will be
exhibiting her “Toys for
Adults,” which she cre-
ated “strictly for her own
amusement” from found
objects, she said. Ju-
dith Stewart will show
bronze sculptures and
ceramic figures.

Oscars at 93rd Aca

When Robert Larson
and Kenny Jowers talk-
ed to the ICO back in
February about the film-
ing of “Nomadland” at
their Manchester farm,
they called it a “fun ad-
venture.” The cast and
crew were “just like
regular folks,” Larson
said, and it didn’t look
like they were working.
“It looked like they were
having fun,” he said

It looked like they
were having fun again
last Sunday evening, as
members of the cast and
crew took the stage at
the 93rd annual Acade-
my Awards ceremony to
accept the Oscar for best
picture.

As regular viewers
of Hollywood’s yearly
homage to itself have no
doubt observed, it often
looks like anything but
fun. The whole extrava-
ganza feels intermina-
ble. Actresses struggle
to move in dresses that
look like they were made
for mannequins. Nomi-
nees squirm in their
seats, straining to put
on a happy face when
another contender wins.

But like the winning
film — a plain-spoken
meditation on solitude,
grief and grit about peo-
ple who gravitate to the
margins — this year’s
acceptance was differ-
ent. The principals were
joined onstage by two
“regular folks,” non-ac-
tors who are part of the
real nomad community.

Executive  producer
and star Frances Mec-
Dormand was clad in
shapeless black, the only
nod to Hollywood glamor
a few fluttering feath-
ers on the sleeves. With
a grin, she closed her
remarks by emitting a

show-stopping howl that
would do justice to any
wolf in the wild.

The howl was in hon-
or of the late Michael
Wolf Snyder, who died
in March. “[He worked
on] my previous film
‘The Rider,” and ‘Nomad-
land,” director Chloe
Zhao explained. “He’s
part of the family. That
howling to the moon is
for Wolf.”

Zhao, who took home
the best director prize,
was born in China and
became the first woman
of color to win. The first
woman to win a best
director prize, in 2008,
was Kathryn Bigelow for
“Hurt Locker,” which fol-
lows an Iraq war explo-
sive ordnance disposal
team targeted by insur-
gents. Bigelow also had
a Northern California
coast connection: she
once owned a home in
Manchester, just across
the road from the Jow-
ers/Larson farm, which
she sold some years ago.

“Nomadland” is
Zhao’s third effort. With
a budget of less than
$5 million and featur-
ing a cast populated by
non-professional actors,
it ranks as one of the
most modest-sized mov-
ies to win Hollywood’s
top honor. Her next film,
Marvel’s “Eternals,” has
a budget approximately
40 times that of “Nomad-
land.”

“I have always found
goodness in the people
I've met everywhere I
went in the world,” she
said when accepting the
award as best director.
“This is for anyone who
has the faith and the
courage to hold onto the
goodness in themselves
and to hold onto the
goodness in others no
matter how difficult it is
to do that.”

Soon after, McDor-
mand won best actress
— her third such win.
Only Katharine Hep-
burn, a four-time win-
ner, has won best actress
more times.

McDormand implored
people to seek out her
film on the big screen.
Released by the Disney-
owned Searchlight Pic-
tures, “Nomadland” pre-
miered at a drive-in in
Southern California and
was debuted in theaters,
but found its largest au-
dience on Hulu.

“Please watch our
movie on the largest
screen possible,” Mec-
Dormand said. “And one
day very, very soon, take
everyone you know into
a theater, shoulder to
shoulder in that dark
space, and watch every
film that’s represented

here tonight.”
For local movie fans,
that experience may

come soon. Arena The-
ater plans to screen
“Nomadland” indoors at
214 Main Street in early
June.

So how did Jowers
and Larson react to the
hoopla? “We couldn’t
even watch it,” Jowers
said. “We don’t have reg-
ular TV.”

As the ceremony pro-
gressed they started
getting calls and texts
from all over, he said,
from friends and rela-
tives who knew of their
connection to the film.
“You’ve got one! You've
got two! You've got
three!” Pretty soon it all
got to be too much.

Their solution to the
stress was typical Men-
donoma Coast. “We
grabbed a bottle of wine,
walked up the hill, and
watched the sunset,”
Jowers said.
